Releases and natural rain events happening in close proximity to 
one another.
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1.    Natural Rain Events Occur. 

1.    There are no significant    
differences between natural and 
scheduled flow events. 

1.   4 to 6 releases a year are not 
significant.

1.    Studies quoted have been done 
on rivers with Daily Variation Not 
natural flow rivers.
